C AUTION:  The device  is factory  installed.  Before inspecting 
or beginning any maintenance works on the breaker, it 
must be disconnected from all voltage sources, both power 
and control, and breake r placed in  the off (op en). 

NOTES: Any  work requiring cover  removal of a 
sealed  breaker voids UL listing. The UL label  must 
be  destroyed.  

Push trip bar towards line end to trip mechanism.

DE SCRIPTION 

The Auxiliary Switch  device is used for re mote notification 
that the breaker is  either in  Off/Trip position. The device 
utilizes a  micro switch mounted between two melamine 
side frames that locate it inside the  breaker.  The micro  
switch ha s an integral lever that is actuated by the crank in 
the breaker.
The device can be mounted in either the left or right pole of 
a three pole circuit breaker (right pole only when installed in 
two pole circuit breaker). The auxiliary switches are shown 
in Figure 1.

STEP 1 
Breaker Preparation  for Field Installation. 

Open breaker contacts by moving handle to the breaker “OFF” 
position as shown in figure 2.

STEP 2 
Removing Cover 

Remove breaker cover by removing cover screws as shown in 
Figure 3. Tar  must be  removed an d discarded  to gain access 
to screw. 
Remove and save plastic  handle and  shutter. 
Push trip bar towards load end to trip mechanism. 
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STEP 3 
Cover Modification for Wire Exiting 

Perform cover modification as shown in Figure 4. 
for right pole mounting. Cut notch in right side for 
right pole mounting. Remove all debris. 

STEP 4 
Installation 

Drop down th e auxiliary  Switch Device in the  cover right  pole 
pocket as shown fig. 7 for right pole mounting and in the left 
pole pocket as shown in fig. 8 for left pole mounting.

STEP 5 
Reinstalling Cover and Aux Switch Asm in the 
Base 

Reinstall plastic breaker handle and shutter.  
Position the wires to match the wire exiting hole in the 
cover. 
Make sure no wires are pinched in the routing.
Wires must pass through the cover notch as shown in 
Figure 9 &10. 
Make sure the cover is properly seated and tighten the 
four inner cover mounting screws to torque value of 
12-15 Lb-in and two outer mounting screws to 18-22 Lb-
in.

STEP 6 
CIRCUIT CHECK 

Before being connected to external wiring, the contacts of 
The auxiliary switch should be electrically checked using 
a continuity tester    with the circuit breaker in the OFF, ON and 
TRIP position. The state of the contacts should agree with the 
Schematics in Figure11. Use the red “Twist to  Trip” button to trip 
the breaker
